ITP Info 
 Immune  

 Thrombocytopenic (throm-bo-sit-uh-PEN-ik) -                 

(a decrease in blood platelets) 

 Purpura (PER-pure-uh) –    

 (purplish areas of the skin and mucous membranes).  

 

ITP occurs when antibodies (part of the body's 

immunologic defense against infection) attach to 

blood platelets (cells that help stop bleeding) and 

cause their destruction.  
 

What Causes ITP? 

Some cases of ITP are caused by drugs, and others 

are associated with infection, pregnancy, or 

immune disorders. In most cases, the cause is 

unknown. 

 

Children with ITP 

ITP occurs in about 4 in 100,000 children. 
 

ITP patients suffer from excessive bruising, 

nosebleeds, and bleeding gums. Children with 

this disease may also experience tiny purple dots 

on the skin called petechiae (pe-TEEK-ee-ay). 
 

Various medical treatments will often lead to serious 

temporary and/or long-term side effects. 
 

A child with a very low platelet count is in danger of 

spontaneous bleeding, including cerebral 

hemorrhage. 
 

ITP will dramatically alter a child’s lifestyle, often 

restricting them from certain sports and activities 

which could lead to injury. 

 

 

 

 
ITP is a rare bleeding disorder. 

 
The ITP Foundation seeks to raise 
awareness of ITP, fund vital medical 
research, and provide financial 
assistance to the families of children 
who suffer from ITP.
